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In 1931 Monotype 
made this facsimile 
of  the typeface cut 
originally for John 
Bell by Richard Austin 
in 1788, using as a basis the matrices 
in the possession of  Stephenson Blake 
& Co. Used in Bell’s newspaper, “The 
Oracle,” it was regarded by Stanley 
Morison as the first English Modern 
face.
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
